Alyn Smith, Member of the European Parliament, Scottish National Party
Alyn attended Leeds and Heidelberg Universities, graduated from Nottingham Law School and also
achieved a Masters degree in European Studies from the College of Europe in Warsaw.

After a spell with Scotland Europa in Brussels, he moved to London and qualified with the
commercial law firm, Clifford Chance. Prior to his election, Alyn worked on the Holyrood SNP staff,
initially for Richard Lochhead, and later focussing on European, Justice and Business policies. He
was elected to the European Parliament in June 2004 and is a member of the Agriculture and Rural
Affairs Committee. In 2009, Alan was presented with the Scottish Farmer magazine's ‘Outstanding
Contribution to Scottish Agriculture’ and ‘Champion of Champions' awards at the Highland Show.

Stephen Boyle, Head of Group Economics, Royal Bank of Scotland

Group Economics provides economic advice to business, credit and strategy functions across RBS.
The team is focused on understanding the trends in the economy and what they mean for the
Group and its customers in the different markets and geographies they operate in.

Educated at Glasgow and McGill Universities, Stephen first worked at RBS from 1996-2001 as
Head of Business Economics.

functions of Scottish Enterprise. He has also worked in universities and was director of an
economic consulting business.

Paul was appointed Chief Executive of Scotland Food & Drink in January 2008. He has more than
15 years’ international experience including a career with The Coca-Cola Company where, latterly,
he was responsible for the commercialisation of marketing initiatives in the north west Europe
division. Before moving to Coca Cola, Paul worked for Mars Confectionary as a graduate trainee,
having graduated in engineering from the University of Glasgow.

As the leader of Scotland Food & Drink, Paul aims to harness the resources of one of Scotland’s
most successful sectors and get everyone working together to grow the industry from £10bn to
£12.5bn by 2017.

'Uel Morton, Chief Executive, Quality Meat Scotland

Key areas of QMS activity are promoting Scotland’s red meat brands: Scotch Beef, Scotch Lamb
and Specially Selected Pork, and improving the efficiency of red meat production and processing.
‘Uel Morton was appointed Chief Executive of QMS in 2006.

‘Uel graduated in Agricultural and Food Marketing from the University of Newcastle upon Tyne. He
also holds the Diploma in Marketing and graduated with an MBA from Edinburgh Business School.

Prior to joining QMS, he worked in the agricultural
co-operative supply sector, most recently for nine years as Chief Executive of United Farmers.

Neil Kennedy, Chief Executive, Milk Link

Neil joined Milk Link in 2004 as Managing Director of The Cheese Company, moving to Managing
Director of the Group’s consumer division, Beverages and Cheese incorporating Milk Link Beverages
and The Cheese Company. He was subsequently responsible for the transformation of Milk Link’s
Consumer division into a highly profitable and growth-orientated business.

Neil has over 25 years' experience in a number of leading dairy and FMCG companies both in sales
and marketing roles and as Managing Director. This includes being Sales and Marketing Director for
both St Ivel Provisions and St Ivel Foods Europe; Development Director for Unigate; and Managing

Director of St Ivel Spreads and Tom’s Confectionery Limited.

Stewart Easdon, Wheat and Animal Feed Manager, Ensus Ltd

Having qualified as an Animal Nutritionist in 1977, Stewart spent ten years within the animal feed
supply industry holding a broad cross section of roles. He then moved to the integrated poultry
sector where the next 15 years were spent in various feed-related roles, predominantly in raw
material purchasing and nutrition.

In 2003, Stewart moved into the biofuels sector, initially as Commercial Director with Biodiesel

producer, Argent Energy. He is now the Wheat and Animal Feed Manager for Ensus - the largest
single site bioethanol producer in Europe.

Stewart finds his past, cross-sector experience invaluable in assessing the challenges and
opportunities that the biofuel sector brings to UK farming.
